Passage 2

The pioneers of the teaching of science imagined
that its introduction into education would remove the
conventionality, artificiality and backward-lookingness
which were the characteristics of classical studies, but they
were gravely disappointed. So, too, in their time had the
humanists, thought that the study of the classical authors
in the original would banish at once the dull pedantry
and superstition of medieval scholarship. The professional
schoolmaster was a matter for both of them, and has almost
managed to make the understanding of chemical reactions
as dull and as dogmatic an affair as the reading of Virgil's
Aeneid. The chief claim for the use of science in education is
that, it teaches a child something about the actual universe in
which he is living, in making him acquainted with the results
of scientific discovery, and at the same time, teaches him
how to think logically and inductively by studying scientific
method. A certain limited success has been reached in the
first of these aims, but practically none at all in the second.
Those privileged members of the community, who have
been through a secondary or public school education may
be expected to know something about the elementary
Physics and Chemistry of a 100 years ago, but they probably
know hardly more than any bright boy can pick up from
an interest in wireless or scientific hobbies out of schooling.
As to the learning of scientific method, the whole thing is
palpably a farce. Actually, for the convenience of teachers
and the requirements of the examination system, it is
necessary that the pupils not only do not learn scientific
method but learn precisely the reverse, that is, to believe
exactly what they are told and to reproduce it when asked,
whether it seems reasonable to them or not.
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The way in which educated people respond to such
quackeries as spiritualism or astrology, not to say more
dangerous ones such as racial theories or currency myths,
shows that 50 years of education in the method of science in
Britain or Germany has produced no visible effect whatever.
The only way of learning the method of science is the
long and bitter way of personal experience and until the
educational or social system is altered to make this possible,
the best we can expect is the production of a minority of
people, who are able to acquire some techniques of science
and a still smaller minority, who are able to use and develop
them.

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Passage 3

Accountability, or the lack of it, in governance generally
and civil services, in particular, is a major factor underlying
the deficiencies in Governance and Public Administration.
Designing an effective framework for accountability has
been a key element of the reform agenda. A fundamental
issue is whether civil services should be accountable to the
political executive of the day or to society at large. In other
words, how should internal and external accountability be
reconciled? Internal accountability is sought to be achieved by
internal performance monitoring by supervision and bodies
like the Central Vigilance Commission and Comptroller and
Auditor General, and Judicial Review of executive decisions.
Articles 311 and 312 of the Indian Constitution provide
job security and safeguards to civil servants, especially to
the All India Services. The framers of the Constitution had
envisaged that provision of these safeguards would result
in a civil service that is not totally subservient to the political
executive, but will have the strength to function in larger
public interest. The need to balance internal and external
accountability is thus built into the Constitution. The issue is
where to draw the line. Over the years, the emphasis seems
to have tilted in favour of greater internal accountability of
the civil services to the political leaders of the day who in
turn are expected to be externally accountable to the society
at large through the election process. This system of seeking
accountability to society has not worked out and has led to
several adverse consequences on governance. Some special
measures can be considered for improving accountability
in civil services. Provisions of Articles 311 and 312 should
be reviewed and laws and regulations framed to ensure
external accountability of civil services. The proposed Civil
Services Bill seeks to address some of these requirements.
The respective roles of professional civil services and the
political executive should be defined so that professional
managerial functions and management of civil services
are depoliticised. For this purpose, effective statutory civil
service boards should be constituted at the center and the
states. Decentralisation and devolution of authority to bring
government and decision-making closer to the people also
helps to enhance accountability.

Complementary and alternative medicine, which includes
a range of practices outside of conventional medicine
such as herbs, homeopathy, massage therapy, yoga,
and acupuncture, is both increasing in popularity. In
fact, according to one estimate, 42% of Americans have
used alternative therapies. In all age groups, the use of
complementary healthcare therapies has steadily increased
in the last 30 years, and the trend is likely to continue.
Although people born before 1945 are the least likely to
use to these therapies. Many Americans turn to alternative
therapies. Many are frustrated by the time constraints of
managed care and ailments that conventional medicine’s
roots or technology.

Some alternative therapies have even crossed the line
into mainstream medicine, as scientific investigation has
confirmed their safety and efficacy. For example, physicians
may currently prescribe acupuncture for pain management
or to control the nauseas associated with chemotherapy.
Additionally, many U.S. medical schools teach courses in
alternative therapies, and many health insurance companies
offer some alternative medicine benefits.
